Stakeholder Interview Summary Report

The City of La Center is moving forward with sub-area planning for the La Center Junction with the
I-5 freeway with the goals of increasing job creation and diversifying the local economy. The
subarea plan (SAP) will provide a roadmap for development in the area that is consistent with the
vision and long term goals of the City and the property owners in the area.

METHODOLOGY

In April and May 2009, Normandeau Associates, Inc. (NAI) collaborated with the City of La Center
to identify people to participate in a series of stakeholder interviews. Stakeholders were selected to
represent a cross-section of views and concerns regarding the project and project area. The 29
stakeholder interviews conducted for this project represent local residents, property owners,
businesses, developers, utilities, and public/government agencies. One interview was conducted
over the phone and the remaining interviews were conducted in person by NAI staff.

The questionnaire was designed to obtain feedback, gather unique or new information, identify
community perceptions and issues, learn about the short and long term plans of the stakeholders,
and learn as much as possible from people who live near, use, or have a particular interest in the
La Center Junction. This input will help the project team better understand the nature of the junction
subarea and the effects the project might have on the area around the junction and the
communities connected to the junction. This Stakeholder Interview Summary Report articulates the
results of the questionnaire; outlines the key ideas, issues, and comments provided by the
stakeholders; and includes each stakeholder’s response to each question on the questionnaire (see
Appendix A—Individual Stakeholder Interview Summaries). Each of the questions is followed by a
note or recommendation for action as the project moves forward.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In April through May 2009, a series of stakeholder interviews were conducted to obtain feedback
from people who own property or a business within the subarea or who live near, use, or have a
particular interest in the La Center Junction with the I-5 freeway. Respondents were asked an array
of questions pertaining to their short and long term plans, potential development on their property,
their vision for what can be developed at the junction, and any concerns they may have regarding
the project. Their answers were recorded. Results show that most respondents intend to remain in
the area for the short term and will likely pass property on to family members. The respondents
were generally supportive of some level of development at the Junction and see infrastructure
deficiencies and some environmental concerns as the primary issues to contend with at the
junction. Opinions varied widely as to the types of development and types of businesses that should
be pursued to develop at the junction. The vast majority of the respondents were very aware of the
Cowlitz Tribe casino proposal although opinions on the casino development itself varied widely as
well. Many respondents indicated that preserving the character of the City of La Center while
balancing growth is important to future development at the junction. Additional concerns included:
marketing the area for tourism, development of additional public recreation facilities and amenities,
and some concerns were expressed about planning for the junction despite the fact that much of
the land is not in current ownership of the City of La Center. Overall, respondents appreciated the
opportunity to comment early on the project and were informed of other opportunities in the process
to provide input on the project.

INTRODUCTION

Each stakeholder was asked a series of questions from a standard questionnaire. Summaries
follow of the responses to each question. The questions (boldface ) are in the same order as they
appeared on the questionnaire.

What will you be doing and where will you be living in 5 years? In 20 years?

Virtually all La Center residents, current property owners, and current business owners in or near
the subarea stated they intend to continue owning property or a business near or living in La Center
during the next 5 year period. Uncertainty was higher amongst the property owners over the longer
term of 20 years. Some will retire but may move to other cities or states. Some anticipate passing
their land onto their families. Two property owners indicated the development of the Cowlitz Tribe
casino will precipitate relocation of their family to another area. However, for the short term, while
these residents, property owners, and business owners are living or working in or near La Center,
all seemed to be very engaged and interested in the subarea planning process.

Note:

For this question, the input taken into consideration is that of property owners, business owners,
and residents rather than government agency staff and utility representatives.
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What do you want to see developed on your property? What do you think will
actually develop and why?

Of the property owners with property at the junction, one would like to leave the property as open
space. The others suggested multiple types of development including high end condos, housing,
hotels, restaurants, truck stops, casino, administrative offices or office/business park, medical or
health services, elder hostel, or other mixed use, commercial, or industrial uses. Other La Center
residents or business owners stated that their properties are either already zoned appropriately and
do not anticipate additional development or the property/business is already built in the manner
desired. One resident described several types of development that she believes is undesirable for
the area including storage units, heavy industry, gravel mining, truck stops, odor generating
business, and increases in traffic or light pollution. In addition, only one area resident stated that
she did not wish to see any development at the junction. The respondents did not see a distinction
between what they wanted to see happen versus what they believe is likely to occur.

Recommendation:

Given that many junction property/business owners intend to remain in the La Center area for the
short term of at least 5 years, the project team should consider and be sensitive to the context in
which residents and business owners view their property and its potential for development. Some
residents are proud of and have an emotional attachment to their homes and property, including the
views of nature associated with it. Given that there is virtually no difference between what is desired
to be developed on the property versus what is believed will occur, this seems to indicate that the
respondents believe their vision for development of their property at the junction is viable. The
project team should capitalize on this initial buy-in and incorporate the property owner/business
owners development vision as much as possible as the plan moves forward.

Do you have a master plan for the area and how will the project(s) be paid for?
Do you have any capital facilities projects planned in the 5 to 20 years? Which
of those projects is funded?

None of the respondents were aware of a master plan or capital facilities plan for the subarea.
Several utilities and C-Tran are in the process of drafting their 20 year plans now however, the
plans are currently incomplete. Several respondents mentioned the current comprehensive plan
and the Cowlitz Tribe casino plan as the only plans for the area known to them.

Several respondents suggested that pursuing a master plan or even joint master planning efforts as
something to consider particularly with respect to water and sewer capacity needs.

Recommendation:

Following completion of the subarea planning process, determine if it is necessary and feasible to
conduct a master plan process.

Are you aware of any other current plans for develo  pment at the La Center
Junction at the I-5 freeway?

The majority of the respondents identified the proposed Cowlitz Tribe casino as the only potential
development they were aware of in the area. Several respondents were not able to identify any
current plans for development at the junction. A few respondents stated they had heard discussion
about potential plans but that the state of the economy, the environmental issues, or other factors
caused the projects to be shelved for now. One respondent suggested creating an industrial land
bank in the subarea.
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Recommendation:

The controversial issues surrounding the Cowlitz Tribe casino have dominated the media and the
conversation about what could be achieved at the junction and for La Center. Other important
potential developments at the junction should be shared with the community as well and every effort

should be made to keep the community informed of other potential development, timelines,

opportunities for public participation, etc.

Recommendation:

Although the City has made special note that the point of planning for the junction is to create jobs,
that message should continue to be repeated throughout the process. Many of the suggestions
were noted in both the 5 year and 20 year timeframe. The common suggestions should be focused
on first.

Note:

One respondent suggested that a large marquis hame company be recruited to locate in this area.
Another respondent suggested moving the commercial core of business to the junction and another
suggested that the Cowlitz Tribe casino could become a magnet for attracting other economic
development. The representatives of utilities stated they merely respond to capacity needs of
customers rather than build first and await customers to buy the services. Several suggestions for
types of development to avoid include big box stores, more gaming facilities, high tech which is
seen as unstable, and warehouse because of the low number of jobs generated relative to the land
needed. One respondent would prefer to see no development occur.

What opportunities for development at the junction do you see?

Recommendation:
Again, look for the common responses and focus on those as alternative opportunities first.

Note: One respondent stated that there are really no limits to La Center’s potential and another
suggested that a master plan would be a useful tool to assist in creating development that will
compliment or provide balance sought by the community, if the casino is developed. Because of
the location of the junction, there will be pressure to allow big box stores to develop and other
freight dependent industries.

What are the constraints to achieving those opportu nities and the vision for
the area? Are you aware of any rules, regulations, or laws in place that are
constraining development in that area? If so, what changes, if any, will need
to be made?

Generally, the respondents indicated that a lack of adequate utilities and environmental concerns
were the greatest constraints to development. Several respondents also stated that since the
outcome of the federal decision regarding the Cowlitz Tribe casino is unknown at this point, it
makes it difficult to know what to begin planning for while others suggested moving forward with
development regardless of the casino decision.

More specific concerns included:

» Lack of adequate utilities — lack of sewer, water, electricity, transportation system, and
facilities to deal with stormwater and wastewater. There are also concerns about potential
restrictions for access to WSDOT and Williams Pipeline facilities.

» Environmental concerns — critical areas, wetlands, habitat, wildlife, fish, hydrology, landfill
contamination, potential impacts to the East Fork of the Lewis River, other streams, and the
Ridgefield National Wildlife Refuge. In addition, there were concerns regarding the difficulty
navigating the environmental permitting process.

e Zoning and urban growth concerns

» Transportation system concerns — inadequacy of the interchange, capacity and circulation
issues, meeting ADA needs and making connections to pedestrian and bicycle facilities, and
lack of transportation funding.
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» Lack of long term vision — Leadership is needed to address NIMBY attitudes, public
perceptions, and to cultivate public/community support for the junction development.

Some laws, rules, regulations, etc. that were suggested to change or eliminate include:
» Eliminate the 20 acre minimum acreage limit to allow for development of property.

» Examine concurrency, impact fees, and systems development charges to see if they can be
reduced or eliminated.

Other suggestions include:

* Resist the pressure to break up the property at the junction to allow for every use available
and avoid creating another 219" transportation error where movement is totally restricted to
one direction.

» Cultivate a regional utility service district particularly for sewer service.
* The County and cities need to work together.
Note:

The constraints listed above are in order of importance with the most important point listed first.

What are your top three highest concerns or top thr ee priorities that should be
considerations as development for the area proceeds forward? (i.e. job
creation, traffic congestion, public safety, enviro nment, etc.)

Generally, the answers of respondents can be classified in the following categories:

» Vision/Leadership - Communication/coordination, cooperation between the County and
cities for support, forward thinking is needed, long term vision needed, prioritization, listen to
what property owners want, public involvement, public perceptions/understanding, and
timing.

» Economic concerns - Diversify the economy, look at costs, economic diversity within growth
industries, exchange of economies, development of a solid financial plan, family wage jobs
needed, job creation, profitability, revenue generation, and taxing authorities.

» Type of industry/development - Business/office park, clean industry, quality of jobs, not just
number of jobs, research and development park, and don’t put residential at the junction.

» Environmental concerns - Air pollution, East Fork of the Lewis River needs to be protected,
watershed areas, wetlands, and take care of the area as an environmental jewel.

» Fit with community - Attracting the right kind of business, changing the rural character,
impacts to farms, quality of life, and use urban design elements.

* Need for utilities - identify uses for utilities early, sewer, stormwater, power loads, and water.

* Requlatory — Annexation, create a master plan, permits and easements, and restrictions on
accessibility.

» Transportation - Interchange is inadequate and traffic/circulation impacts need to be
reviewed.

* Other - casino gambling addiction, competition with other areas, and public safety.

Recommendation:

It is important to implement measures into the plan to ensure that connectivity between the junction
and downtown is kept a priority and prevents the bifurcation of the city into two distinct
communities.
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Note:

The concerns listed above are in order of importance with the most important point listed first.

Do you have any environmental issues or concerns wi th respect to
development of the La Center Junction at the I-5in  terchange? What about
outside the immediate area?

The respondents had many environmental concerns about the junction area specifically although
few respondents commented on environmental concerns outside the immediate area. The
environmental concerns included:

» Sewer and wastewater treatment

¢ Stormwater management/treatment

» Protection of the East Fork of the Lewis River and other creeks and tributaries

* Protection of habitat, wetlands, riparian areas, critical areas, slopes/ravines

* Fisheries issues

» Birds — eagles, migratory flight patterns, protecting the Ridgefield National Wildlife Refuge
» Potential contamination from the landfill

* Incorporate green/sustainability and energy conservation

e Cultural resource impacts

e Air pollution

Outside the immediate junction area, the following environmental concerns were noted:
* Prevent impacts to the East Fork of the Lewis River
» La Center Bottoms slopes and drainage

Recommendation:

Continue to emphasize the City’s position regarding full compliance with all applicable
environmental laws throughout the process.

Note: There were 12 respondents who stated that environmental regulations and ordinances were
already restrictive as it is and that they had no concerns about environmental issues that could not
be addressed or mitigated in the environmental permitting process. The concerns listed above are
in order of importance with the most important point listed first.

What should we be aware of in downtown La Center th  at is important to
remember when we are planning for development atth e junction?

Respondents indicated that as the area continues to grow and planning for the junction moves
forward the primary issues to address will be connectivity between the junction and downtown and
preservation of the downtown as a quaint and charming small town while honoring the history of the
area. Other suggestions included capitalizing on tourism opportunities and addressing downtown
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infrastructure issues such as transportation, multi-modal transportation, parking, sewer, etc. Opinion
on the development of the Cowlitz Tribe casino varied with some respondents stating the casino will
have a negative impact on downtown while others see the casino as a means to draw more tourists
to downtown. Others encourage business development at the junction that does not compete with
existing business downtown. The responses included the following topics:

» Connectivity — there is a potential to create two entities, so how the two areas are connected
will be important

» Preservation of small town feel and local history which can be used as a way to market the
downtown to tourists

* Avoid competition with downtown businesses and attract more small business to the
downtown area while the junction could attract business that serves a more regional base

» Develop a marketing campaign to encourage tourists to come past the junction and into
downtown

» Address infrastructure needs in downtown including traffic/transportation, multi-modal
transportation, pedestrian and bicycle facilities, parking, sewer issues, etc. and address the
traffic issues on the bridge into downtown

» Diversify the types of businesses and the tax base and look at ways to generate revenue
apart from gambling

» Think long-range and include sustainability and energy efficiency in the plans
Recommendation:

As development options are considered for the junction, implement strategies to seamlessly
connect downtown to the junction to create a partnership between the two areas rather than
competition between them. Also, look for business and industry types to attract to the junction that
currently do not exist downtown to address competition concerns. A downtown revitalization effort
for the main street area that occurs simultaneously with development at the junction is suggested.
Design guidelines that update the look of downtown while honoring the history and preserving the
small town feel are also suggested. It may be beneficial to explore some options in terms of
relocating some businesses from downtown to the junction and recruiting more small business,
tourism, or recreation business to downtown.

What can the city be doing that they are not curren  tly doing to preserve La
Center’s appeal?

The opinions and suggestions varied widely with this question. Some respondents would like to
see little or slower growth, while others would like to see more growth and development. Some
respondents believe the City of La Center should actively invest funding while others discourage
spending reserves and other funds at this time. Some opinions and suggestions for preserving La
Center’s appeal are broken down into the following categories:

* Planning — La Center should consider a master plan and bring everyone to the table. The
plan should look at what La Center has and what it does not have. Lacking some
conveniences, such as a grocery store, decreases the appeal of downtown. Revitalization
of downtown and the main street is needed. Encourage public involvement and phase the
development appropriately and help development integrate into the fabric of the community.

* Preservation versus growth — Some suggest staying small and slowing down growth.
Perhaps land to the east could be developed with housing, but keep La Center small and
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the roads through La Center as two lanes only. Others suggest stop thinking rural, promote
growth rather than resist it, encourage growth and affordability. La Center being a bedroom
community is appealing to some people.

* Funding — Some suggest the City should not be spending any money and should give as
much back directly to the residents, especially during a difficult economy. Others stated that
the City should be investing funds and reserves, if needs be, to partner in the development
process for La Center’s future. Diversifying the economy, increasing the tax base, and
perhaps funding from enforcing environmental fines could be used to assist in financing
development projects.

» City Services — Focus on creating a quality education system, provide good services for City
residents, need basic infrastructure especially roads and sewers, preserve parks and trails,
preserve public safety, and build more curbs and sidewalks.

» Business recruitment/development — Recruit business that is not affected by gaming,
develop more than just housing, downtown quality of life should include arts, music, coffee,
places to get a meal, give people the opportunity to work close to home, develop property
near old city hall with a business or restaurant with a view, address lack of convenience
businesses.

» Marketing — Utilize the talents of historical groups and work with the Native Americans
promote La Center throughout the region, use the interchange as an asset and find ways to
attract people from the interchange to downtown, and make the downtown more people-
friendly with incentives.

» Recreation/tourism — Promote the natural features of the area and encourage more day use
of those features, build more trails, maintain parks and ball fields, integrate trails and bicycle
trails into Vancouver-Clark Parks and Recreation efforts, consider a community park instead
of an industrial park, do more to market the area for tourism.

Recommendation:

The subarea planning process should continue moving forward as planned. Options for additional
planning or a master plan should be explored as well. One of the respondents stated simply, “it
would be a mistake to plan for the junction without taking downtown into consideration at the same
time.” Therefore, it is recommended that outreach to the downtown core businesses and residents
occur throughout the subarea planning process and continue if additional planning is implemented.
In addition, a small group meeting focused specifically on the downtown businesses and residents
should occur as the preferred alternative for development at the junction is fleshed out. This will aid
the downtown businesses and residents to understand what will likely develop at the junction and
discussions about connecting the junction to their businesses downtown, revitalization efforts,
recruitment of complimentary small businesses, etc. in addition to discussing their specific
guestions and concerns can occur at that meeting.

Note:

Respondents suggested evaluating Carmel, California and Camas-Washougal, Washington as
examples to learn from and replicate successful strategies used by those municipalities.

Background:

The City of La Center is moving forward with sub-area planning for the La Center
Junction with the I-5 freeway with the goals of increasing job creation and diversifying
the local economy. The sub-area plan (SAP) will provide a roadmap for development in
the area that is consistent with the vision and long term goals of the City and the
property owners in the area. The public and agency involvement will begin early in the
process and continue throughout the project to keep communication lines open,
address issues when they are still small, and give the community the opportunity to
participate in the process to develop a sub-area plan. The re will be multiple outreach
activities that give everyone who wants to participate an opportunity to do so.

You are being interviewed because you have a stake in the project. We are asking for
input from local government, businesses, property owners, and residents in and around
the project area. We want to be sure we fully understand the vision for and needs of the
junction and know the effects the project might have on the community and the
surrounding area. When the interviews are finished, the responses will be summarized
for public use. The project team will compile all the answers, analyze the responses,
and provide recommendations based on the comments given in the interviews. This
information will be given to the City of La Center in a formal report.

1. What will you be doing and where will you be living in 5 years? In 20 years?
Not moving. In 20 years, anticipate the property will be passed on to family.

2. What do you want to see developed on your property? What do you think will
actually develop and why?

Do not want to see any development. The East Fork Hills Neighborhood
Association was formed to stop the 5 acre developments on the hill nearby.
There is inadequate water, sewer, and roads for development.
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3. Do you have a master plan for the area and how will the project(s) be paid for?
Do you have any capital facilities projects planned in the next 5 to 20 years?
Which of those projects is funded?

Would like to see no more development than has already been done.

4. Are you aware of any current plans for development at the La Center Junction at
the I-5 freeway?

La Center wants it for industrial and in some ways this makes sense. The
Cowlitz land is sloped and runs into a creek that runs into the East Fork of the
Lewis River. This will heat up the creek water. There will be bright lights from
the casino and this will affect the flyway between La Center Bottoms and the
Ridgefield Wildlife Refuge.

5. What would you like to see being developed at the junction in the next 5 years?
The next 20 years?

La Center needs a grade school and has only one access with 2 lanes without
sidewalks. Itis dangerous. Current La Center grade school site is next to a
creek and is not a good location. It is outside the UGA, there is a creek, no
sidewalks, etc. They can’t get it in Ridgefield school district and it should stay in
La Center. In 20 years, would like to see no development, but it could be light
industrial park so the city doesn’t rely on gaming revenue. They don’t want a
casino. There is no UGA going north and La Center has two clusters of 300
homes going in but don’t have water and sewer now.

6. What opportunities for development at the junction do you see?

Master plan for waterfront and Port of Ridgefield property with the waterfront as
the hub.

There are 4k people in
town to create a destination, share uses with others, and there is a lot of land for
the Refuge. They want to be both a destination and launching point. North
County could be a hub for entertainment/visitor amenities so that people will want
to come back. A tribal casino can draw visitors, fairgrounds can draw business
too. Is there a cluster of entertainment in the economy and can it be built on?
Capital facilities have properties owned for the overpass, road network, utilities,
building or two, but not on a plan yet.

Housing needs to be more in ideal location but don’t
put modest homes near the freeway. Corridor should be for freight, cars, etc. not
homes. Figure out what belongs and can get through it. Help employers with
needs.

Constraints — people think I-5 is an arterial, but it is not. Ridgefield has a grid
system but La Center has one bridge that can constrain traffic. However it is

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interchange. There is property right next to I-5 but if you put too much there,
turning points will get difficult. Think about what we need from I-5 and is it
friendly to use? Transportation needs to be fixed because it is a constraint. If
the Tribe develops a casino, then recognize it and accommodate. Need
appropriate development. Don’t make the 219™ mistake again. Transportation
can go west but not east and this is short-sighted. Laws to change — the
commissioners stepped away from the MOU with the Tribe but there is a need to
have some kind of agreement in place and La Center cannot control the Tribe.
The electeds need to do the best for the long term, and they are not currently
hedging their bets. Need to look for common ground and see how they can help
solve some of the City’s problems. County/locals need to figure it out. Sewer is
the biggest constraint. There could be a regional sewer coalition that makes
sense to service the long term needs and the Tribe is a major player. County
land use seems to have an arrogant attitude and is unwilling to talk about the
Discovery Corridor and North Clark County. Seems to be a mentality of “how do
we get ours” and then help others.

8. What are your top three highest concerns or top three priorities that should be
considerations as development planning for the area proceeds forward? (i.e. job
creation, traffic congestion, public safety, environment, etc.)

It has to be public and tied to the property. 1. Listen carefully to the owners and
what they want. Need to ask Ridgefield or La Center School District what they
want. Planning should add value. Engage the property owners. La Center
needs less politics and less anti-tribe sentiment and needs to figure out how to
add value for La Center. Comes down to opinion/attitudes versus being strategic
or not. 2. People need to get a long term vision and a plan with actions. 3. Don’t
plan it fore your grandfathers — think forward and what future generations will
need for work, recreation, and living. They will have different expectations and
more technology.

bonds for a hotel. The cash infusion is slower but anticipate Phase Il to start in
about 7 years with the hotel component, administrative offices, elder housing,
and expanding the clinic to serve the Tribe and employees.

In the Tacoma downtown, a cesspool was taken and turned into a
thriving waterfront. Leveraging control can be done.

Jack — Any casino would cause problems in the areas of job creation, traffic
congestion, public safety, and environment in addition to addiction to gambling,
drugs and pollution of the East Fork of the Lewis River. Dick — 1. Traffic and
access, 2. Air pollution, 3. Changing the rural character and impacts to small
farms. Will this conflict with small farm protection?

9. Do you have any environmental issues or concerns with respect to development
of the La Center Junction at the I-5 interchange?

Jack - The watershed drains into the East Fork of the Lewis River. First into an
unnamed creek. The additional fast run-off from hard surface could make this
creek an all year round creek and the water would be contaminated possibly with
bodily wastes. Dick — Poor drained soil, sewer/stormwater, four listed salmon
species, air pollution (controls for air quality). Need stringent restrictions on kind
of light industrial business that could be developed there because it drains to the
East Fork of the Lewis River.

Dealing with the waste is a concern too. It should be mandatory to transport the
waste to another facility and treat it off the premises.

6. What opportunities for development at the junction do you see?

WSDOT supports the economic development and long term growth of Clark
County, and the cities within it. However, approval of developments by local
jurisdictions having land use authority often has significant impacts on state
transportation facilities. A recurring issue for WSDOT has been capacity or
safety problems resulting from large developments near interchanges. These
problems will have a negative effect on the property within the subarea, as well
as the overall health of the community. Therefore, WSDOT recommends that the
city work with us throughout the planning process, in order to identify potential
impacts to the state highway system and nearby roads, and find solutions to
mitigate these impacts.

7. What are the constraints to achieving those opportunities and the vision for the
area? Are you aware of any rules, regulations, or laws in place that are
constraining development in that area? If so, what changes, if any, will need to
be made?

Capacity and safety are the primary concerns of WSDOT. A comprehensive
circulation plan of this area is necessary. The circulation plan should be
designed such that Interstate 5 will not be needed for local circulation. This plan
should include a connector road between La Center and Ridgefield. It should
address pedestrian and bicycle connectivity, and be able to comply with ADA
requirements. The locations of existing frontage roads with NW La Center Road
and NW 319 Street are too close to the interchange ramp terminals. Access
control to NW La Center Road and NW 319t Street must be extended further
east and west from the interchange.
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8. What are your top three highest concerns or top three priorities that should be
considerations as development planning for the area proceeds forward? (i.e. job
creation, traffic congestion, public safety, environment, etc.)

WSDOT is concerned with the impact development in this area will have to the
capacity and safety of the I-5 interchange. See our response to Question 6,
above.

9. Do you have any environmental issues or concerns with respect to development
of the La Center Junction at the I-5 interchange? What about outside the
immediate area?

The city should be aware that, depending on what is ultimately built within this
area, significant improvements may be necessary to the I-5 interchange, to
maintain safety and the level of service. These improvements may be made in
cooperation with the Cowlitz Tribe, if the proposed casino is constructed.
WSDOT is concerned about potential stormwater issues. Approval of the
Washington State Department of Environment as well as the National Marine
Fisheries Service may impact improvements to this freeway interchange. There
may also be cultural resource issues, as well as wetlands that will impact this
interchange.
